BVPB Night Out at the San Jose Giants (Saturday, May 5th)

· This is the LARGEST FUNDRAISING EVENT FOR THE LEAGUE!!!
· In your packet are San Jose Giants tickets for BVPB’s Night Out
· This is a fun evening for players and parents to get to know one another.  We encourage teams to tailgate before the game to develop team camaraderie (parking lot opens 2 hours prior to game time).
· You will receive five (5) tickets per player to be sold at $7 per ticket.  It is MANDATORY that each player sells or buys at least five (5) tickets.  If your team needs more tickets, please contact your Division Coordinator.
· All checks for this event should be payable to BVPB.  Money and left over tickets must be turned into your Division Coordinator by MONDAY, APRIL 23rd  


BVPB Night Out at the San Jose Giants #2 (Friday, June 8th)

· This night was scheduled for the teams to have their end of the year party at the San Jose Giants game!
· In your packet are San Jose Giants tickets for the 2nd BVPB’s Night Out
· This is a fun evening for players, coaches and families celebrate their season.  We encourage teams to tailgate before the game to hand out player trophies at that time. (Parking lot opens 2 hours prior to game time).
· You will receive five (5) tickets per player to be sold at $7 per ticket.  This event is not Mandatory, but is a great fundraiser for the league.  If your team needs more tickets, please contact your Division Coordinator.
· All checks for this event should be payable to BVPB.  Money and left over tickets must be turned into your Division Coordinator by Tuesday, May 22nd  


OPENING DAY

WRISTBAND/BBQ PRE-ORDERS

· It is highly recommended that parents pre-order their Opening Day meal tickets and wristbands to save money and avoid waiting in long lines.  Special pre-order prices will not be available on Opening Day.  
· All pre-order forms and payments must be turned into your Division Coordinator by WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 29TH

RAFFLE TICKETS

· Each team will receive ten (10) raffle tickets per player to be sold at $2 per ticket.
· Checks should be payable to BVPB
· Collect raffle ticket stubs and money and turn it in to your Division Coordinator by FRIDAY, MARCH 9th
· Tickets will be drawn and prizes will be announced during the Opening Day festivities.  RAFFLE TICKETS/MONEY WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED ON OPENING DAY – NO EXCEPTIONS!!

BOOTH ASSIGNMENTS

· Each team is REQUIRED to fill 6 shifts during opening day AND bring 4 baked goods for the cake walk booth.  We will attempt to schedule shifts around picture times and games.  Your carnival booth and/or inflatable assignment is in your folder.
· Each shift is 1 hour in length.  You need to email the names of the parents working the shifts to your Division Coordinator by FRIDAY, MARCH 9th  
· If your parents do not show up to their shift, we will contact you to help the Opening Day staff find them or find a replacement.

SILENT AUCTION BASKET

· Each team is REQUIRED to donate a theme basket for opening day.  In your information packet is the suggestion list for your themed basket and the date when it is due.


OPENING DAY CAKE WALK

· Each team MUST provide 4 baked goods (homemade or store bought).
· A table will be set up on Opening Day where all items must be dropped off between 9-9:30 a.m.


BANNERS

· It is the Team Parent’s responsibility to either make the banner, enlist creative parents to make a banner, or purchase one.
· A banner must be a minumum 3’ x 5’.  Each banner is required to have the following on it; League Name (Blossom Valley PONY Baseball or BVPB), year, division (Shetland, Pinto, Mustang, Bronco, Pony), team name, sponsor(s), and the names of players, managers, and coaches.  Ordering information is included in your packet.
· Banners should be displayed at all games and will identify your team in the Opening Day Parade on Saturday, March 24th.


SNACK SHACK DUTY

· Each team is required to fill a maximum of five (5) snack shack shifts per season.  Each shift has three (3) slots, including a BBQ slot.  The BBQ slot is mandatory and can only be filled by someone 18 years or older.  The BBQ slots are a priority and must be filled before any other slot.  The BBQ SLOT CANNOT be bought out.
· It is the responsibility of each family to report to their assigned shift.  If you are unable to report to your assigned shift, you will need to contact another parent to switch shifts or  contact your Team Parent for assistance.
· If you fail to show up for your assigned shift or do not get your shift covered yourself, you will be charged a $50 no-show fee.
· IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO REMIND YOUR PARENTS THAT THEY MUST SHOW UP TO WORK THEIR ASSIGNED SNACK SHACK DUTY!!
· The league will be enforcing these rules/regulation.  PLEASE MAKE SURE YOUR PARENTS ARE AWARE OF THIS WHEN THEY ARE GIVEN THEIR ASSIGNED DATE.


SPONSOR INFORMATION

· Enclosed you will find 3 sponsor forms.  Each team is responsible for finding at least 1 sponsor for their team.
· In the event someone on your team identifies a sponsor, have them fill out the form completely, indicating team and division.  Make a copy of the form for your records so you can cross reference and insure your sponsors receive a plaque.  Turn in the original form along with payment to your Division Coordiantor.  All Sponsorships must be turned in to your Division Coordinator by FRIDAY, MARCH 9th!
· Sponsorships of $200 or more will receive a plaque.  Sponsor plaques will be distributed at the same time as the team trophies.  Once you receive the plaques you will need to check for errors.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE SURE YOUR SPONSOR RECEIVES THEIR PLAQUE!
· Teams with 3 or more sponsors will get 50% of your money back AFTER the  first $500 has been collected.  This extra money may be used for team parties, uniform upgrades, batting cage visits or however your team wants to use the funds to benefit the players.


MICSELLANEOUS

· POST GAME SNACK:  All teams are encouraged to have “end of game” snacks.  Generally, the parents share this responsibility.  It is advisable to incorporate snack responsibility into your team’s game schedule so that parents know which game(s) they will be expected to provide snacks/drinks.  Another option is to collect money from each parent at the beginning of the season and have one person assume responsibility for snacks throughout the season.  IMPORTANT:  Please make sure all parents are aware if you have a player with specific food allergies, so they do not bring a snack that cannot be enjoyed by EVERY player.

· Spectators ARE NOT ALLOWED to bring dogs onto or in the vicinity of the playing fields on school grounds per the school district rules and the rules pertaining to the BVPB use permit for the fields.

· A Scorekeeping Clinic is scheduled for March 8h from 7-9 pm at the Herman Middle School Library.  Information regarding this clinic will be sent to your Manager and posted on the BV website.

· LITTER - - After all games and practices, please make sure that all parents, family and players pick up their trash around the field and in the dugouts.
